Equipment: Suitable cardboard box, scissors, p|ctsfic sheefing (opened out carrier bog
or bin bog would do), shorp scissors, tape, twigs, straw and dry—|eoves.

Find a big, thick cardboard box and cut some air holes 5cm x 15cm and an

entrance about 15¢m in diameter.

Line the inside with shredded newspaper, clean o|ry leaves or straw.

Place the box under a heclge, ideo”y with the entrance focing south. Cover fop

of the box with a small piece of p|os+ic sheeﬂng and tape this firm|y in |o|oce.

> Add fwigs to make a dome and cover with o|ry grass and leaves.
